Minutes

Dr. Burg called the meeting to order at 2:03 P.M. 

The minutes of the April 25, 2006 minutes were approved. 

The council reviewed their 2005-2006 accomplishments including: 

· Examined UF IDC distribution amounts and distribution policies; created language to clarify distribution rates to relevant parties (especially P.I.s)under the 1 UF plan; made plan for SCOR to review IDC distributions rates and policies annually. 

· Reviewed proposal for Universities Allied for Essential Medicines to increase effectiveness of distribution of medicines to third world countries.  SCOR  members and student advocates met with David Day, director of UF Office of Technology Licensing and endorsed his plan to review and potentially revise UF’s policies to engage health justice concerns in UF technology ventures.  SCOR will follow up on this issue during the 2006-2007 AY. 

· Contributing Committees- SCOR will elect two members to serve on the Graduate Council and the Research Policy Council.

· “Open Access- SCOR declined to take issue seeing it as not within their role.

· SCOR  was charged by President Machen to engage in reviewing of UF policies regarding initiation and sun setting of centers and institutes on campus.  This matter will be taken up during the October 2006 SCOR meeting.

New Business

(1)  Tom Walsh reported on the effort reporting system. 

Changes to the effort reporting system are in the works based on recommendations from a recent audit. The Senate is asked to help in this effort. Mr. Walsh would like to form a committee to look into the effort reporting system. He would like a faculty member from the council on the committee. Dr. Burg requested to have a guest speaker discuss possible implications of bringing faculty into the reporting system.  The speaker should be someone who puts reports together. Dr. Burg will find someone from Medicine and Dr. Orazem will find someone from Engineering. The discussion will occur at the September council meeting. 

(2)  2006/2007 SCOR targets.


Review of centers and institutes.  Issues surrounding centers and institutes will be discussed at the October meeting, and Dr. Burg will find the current policies on creating and sun setting centers and institutes and invite center and institute directors to talk about the issue. Mr. Walsh will provide the council with a report before the meeting including the following information: list of all of the centers and institutes, how much IDC there is, the current policies and the application process, the number of PI’s who checked off each center. Centers will be grouped by colleges to review. Supporting the scholarship enterprise at UF. Scholarship will be discussed at the November meeting. The council will look especially at colleges with little funding. The council will also work with the Welfare Council on the issue of sabbaticals.
